Requirements to Host 2012
The Sister City of Garden Grove hosts 10 students each year from our Sister City in Anyang, South Korea. The Korean exchange students live with host families in Garden Grove to gain a firsthand understanding of American culture and to foster the relationship between our two cities. We encourage students and their families to host, as this provides a unique experience for both the exchange student and the host family. In order to be considered as a host family, you must be able to provide the following: 

1. Safe and secure environment

2. Willingness to share your culture and home

3. Drive student to drop off location each morning

4. Pick up student each evening at various locations

5. Provide breakfast each morning and other meals as necessary
6. Provide a non-shared bed in a bedroom (shared same sex bedroom ok)

7. Accessible laundry facilities

8. Access to a phone for phone card use 

9. Encourage English speaking

10.  Be flexible with times and locations

11.  High school student in the home (preferably)

12.  Plan a family day with your exchange student

13.  Reliable cell phone to be in contact with Sister City representatives in case of emergency or change of plans

14.  Appropriate adult supervision in the home
